Driving Directions and Parking

Parking

 (Please be careful as parking and exiting is tight) There is parking for only two vehicles per house. Please be sure everyone parks only behind the house you are renting.  Please do not park next to other neighbors' houses, as this results in phone calls to me immediately.  (To exit: (no turn around)- carefully back out of Walnut Court and go straight up Walnut Drive to Walnut Road)

General Driving Directions:

 1.  Hwy 54 west all the way to the lake.

 2.  Go past the Eldon exit about 8-10 miles and watch for Bagnell Dam business 54 exit.

 3.  Take this exit, cross the dam, go thru the strip.

 

4.  take a right at the first light (Horseshoe Bend Parkway/HH)

5.  pass Duckhead and Susan roads on your right,

6.  then take the 3rd road on right (Carol)

 

7.  then left on Dogwood,

8.  right on Cedar,

9.  left on Walnut Road

 

10.  Then take the second Walnut Drive on your left (there are two Walnut Drives on your left)

 11.  Then take a slight right into Walnut Court.

12. You are in the 3rd and 4th on your right.  (As you pull into Walnut Court, you will see 4 houses on your right-mostly you will just see the roofs of the houses, as they are built into the side of the hill to get close to the water.  Yours will be the  4th  house on your right). You will go down about 8 steps and split to the right or left on the deck to your house.

General Items:

· We supply pots and pans, dishes, barbeque pit, TV with cable, small stereo, dish washing liquid, all cleaning supplies and equipment and 4 pillows per house.  You need to bring sheets, blankets, (please do not use decorative comforters/bedspreads for your personal use-remove and store) pillowcases, bath towels, dish towels for washing and drying dishes, beach towels, flashlight, trash bags, toilet paper. 

· Each house has one double bed in each bedroom (there are 2 bedrooms), and a queen sofa sleeper or a queen aero bed. 

· You may sleep up to six people.  Please do not house more than 6 persons per house.  If there are more than six people per house there will be an additional fee of 20 dollars per person per day. 

· Do not leave bags of trash outside because the raccoons will come and make a mess of all the trash.  (Dumpster at top of drive on Walnut Rd.)

Safety Items/Contract Agreement Page

 

Please:

· No dancing on the deck:  dancing causes “harmonic wave vibrations” which can cause a deck to collapse and cause serious injury/death.  Decks are not built to sustain such vibrations.

· Do not lean on or over deck railings, or sit on railings.  This is a dangerous practice and the railings are not made for that purpose. 

· Do not run or jump while on the deck or dock or steps, as wood floors can be slippery wet or dry, and decks are not built to sustain jumping, rhythmic dancing etc. 

· Always hold on to the side rails when going up or down the steps, as wood steps can be slippery wet or dry. 

· Do not use back steps going up hill from driveway.

· Be careful as you walk on deck, steps, and dock, it is recommended that you always wear some form of footwear, as splinters can be the result of bare feet on wooden deck floors. 

·  Be sure to dowse the barbeque pit fire upon finishing, to prevent sparks from igniting the deck. Do not put cover on barbeque pit until next day after cooling.

· Do not use the paddleboat, aluminum boat, or any items belonging to the owner, as it is against insurance regulations. 

· All children must wear life jackets at all times when on the dock and always be under the direct supervision of one or more adults.  

· To ensure safety for even adults, never swim alone, and it is best that there are always at least two adults on the dock in case one person would slip and/or fall in the water.

· It is never a good practice to dive into lake water, as one never knows if a log or other obstruction could be beyond the vision of the swimmer, and serious injury could result. 

· Absolutely No Fireworks of any kind anywhere on the properties including dock or any land around the properties

It is understood and agreed that boating, swimming, decks, docks, lakefront homes and general vacation activities have inherent potential dangers to physical and personal safety, and we agree that we the renters take full liability and responsibility for our physical and personal safety and that of all co-renters and guests, and that we will not hold the owner of these rental properties liable for any accidents, injuries, deaths, which result from the rental/use of these properties.  Furthermore, we agree to review and enforce all of the rules and regulations and safety rules and guidelines with all co-renters and guests before the rental period begins.  We will run copies for all renters and co-renters.
